terminology

ROP: Run of press. 
Standard newspaper print 
and distribution.
NPO: No proof offered.
CAMERA-READY: A submitted 
advertisement that requires no 
alterations or re-sizing. NPO.
TALL TABLOID: A smaller 
page format measuring 
6 col. (10 in.) x 15.5 in.
SHORT TABLOID: A smaller 
page format measuring 
6 col. (10 in.) x 14 in.
DOUBLE-TRUCK: Any graphic 
or advertisement that covers 
two facing full pages, including 
the page gutter (21 in. x 14 in.).

graphics
•	 Graphics obtained from websites are NOT acceptable. 

The resolution is too low for newspaper reproduction.
•	 Save all images at 200 dpi, 85-line screen.
	 (NOTE: higher resolution does not enhance quality for newspaper 

reproduction. It only makes files larger and wastes memory. If you’re 
emailing an ad, it can slow down the transmission process).

•	 Scan images and crop them to actual size. All images should 
be scanned as close to their final reproduction size as possible 
to avoid scaling problems that can compromise quality.

	 Limit scaling to 25 percent or less.
•	 If a photograph or graphic is scanned by the STSN, 

placement windows must be indicated and keyed.
•	 Files must be set to output at 85 lpi, 1270 dpi and 100 percent.
•	 Scanned line art should be at least 600 dpi at 

100 percent. Scanned photos: 200 dpi.

document setup
•	 Microsoft Publisher or Word files CANNOT 

be accepted and must be converted 
it to one of the below formats.

•	 PDF files are preferred, however other acceptable file 
formats are: Adobe Illustrator, Macromedia FreeHand, 
Adobe InDesign, Adobe PhotoShop, EPS and TIFF.  

•	 JPEG file format will only be accepted at 
high resolution of 300 dpi or more.

•	 Create the document at the exact size 
the ad will run in the newspaper.

•	 Keep all text and graphic boxes within the boundaries 
of the ad to prevent PostScript errors during processing. 
Please indicate crop marks for the ad on the document.

•	 If ad changes are requested, the ad is NOT 
camera-ready. The native document must be 
submitted along with all images and fonts.

email & ftp submissions
Recommended method: saves time and money, reduces 
risk of lost materials and assures highest quality.
•	 Print the ad file to PostScript and create a PDF using 

Acrobat Distiller. Adobe also offers this service online 
at: http://createpdf.adobe.com (PDF files are cross-platform 
and perfectly compressed for transmitting digitally.)

•	 All fonts must be embedded and converted to outlines.

providing ad on disc
•	 Use one of these accepted formats: CD-ROM, 

CD-RW or DVD-ROM disc for Mac or PC.
•	 Use PDF files for B&W and native file format for color ads.
•	 Print a hard-copy proof and attach it to your disc.
•	 All incoming media should be labeled with the ad 

number, account name, contact person, phone 
number, sales representative and publication date.

•	 We will return your media (if requested) 
after the ad is published.

materials deadlines
The deadline to submit new artwork is Wednesday, one week 
prior to the Saturday publication date. To confirm a deadline, 
visit SanTanSun.com or ask your STSN account executive.

We strongly suggest not using film or velox ads. 
The SanTan Sun News is fully electronically paginated 
and velox ads do not reproduce well.

color
•	 Use CMYK for all color. Never use RGB, Pantone 

or Spot color unless converted to CMYK. (These 
formats will not separate and will not print)

•	 Screen angles: C = 75, M = 105, Y = 90, K = 45.
•	 Color photos : UCR (under color removal) 70-75 percent.
•	 Chokes and spreads: 0.144 point.
•	 Maximum density: 280 percent.
•	 If ad is to run in black-and-white but original is in color, 

convert it to black-and-white prior to sending.
•	 If requesting color proofs, add one 

business day to normal deadlines.

typography
•	 Use 8-point type or larger. Serif fonts, color type and reversed 

type will require larger type for readability and proper resolution.
•	 If type is reversed, background should 

be at least a 70 percent screen.
•	 All fonts (screen and printer) must be included with 

PDF files. We accept Adobe Type 1 PostScript fonts.
•	 TrueType fonts should not be used.
•	 Use real point sizes rather than scaling text.
•	 Select specific fonts for bolds and italics instead of using styles 

menu. (Modifying screen fonts with style menus or keyboard commands 
will alter your screen view but may not trigger the required printer fonts.) www.SanTanSun.com
